On March 2, Indivisible Tucson Action Alliance announced that its members had 

voted to formally endorse JoAnna Mendoza, the leading Democratic candidate 

challenging Juan Ciscomani, the Republican incumbent, for election to the House of 

Representatives from ArizonaÕs 6th Congressional District. 98% of those voting

Indivisible Tucson Action Alliance (ITAA) is a pro-democracy organization that is not 

affiliated with any political party. Its members include Democrats, Republicans, and 

Independents who have come together to advocate for citizens to have a voice in 

their community, and to support policies that help our democracy to be stronger and 

more effectively representative of what people want and need. 

 

ITAAÕs early endorsement of Mendoza is unusual, as it has taken place well before 

the party primaries in July, which determine the ÒofficialÓ candidates for each party. 

The reason for this is that although ITAA members come from varied political 

backgrounds, they share common concerns that many of the actions of the Trump 

administration are presenting a threat to our democracy, and that therefore it is 

important that Congress represents these concerns effectively, as part of our 

ConstitutionÕs balance of powers. 

 

ITAA members spent the early part of 2025 reaching out to Rep. Ciscomani to 

express our concerns and indicate that we wanted him to be an independent voice 

standing up for his constituents. After many months of effort, we realized that no 

matter what Rep. Ciscomani said on any issue, ultimately he would always vote the 

way Trump and the Republican party told him to vote Ð even when his votes cost his 

district hundreds of millions in federal healthcare funds, even when his votes 

supported masked ICE agents behaving lawlessly in his community. We realized we 

need a representative in Congress who would represent us, not just be a puppet for 

MAGA and their party. 

 

At the same time, we learned more about JoAnna Mendoza.  Over the past year, her 

campaign has gathered strength and resources, so that other serious challengers 

have withdrawn.  Mendoza is an Eloy native, from a working-class family, who is a 

20-year Marine Corps veteran. Most important, she is committed to running as an 

ÒindependentÓ Democrat Ð beholden to her constituents, not her party, much like other 

impressive women veterans like Elissa Slotkin, Abigail Spanberger, and Mikie Sherill. 

She sees her role in Congress as holding leadership of BOTH parties accountable to 

her constituents. Her positions cover the middle ground of sensible policies that help 

average Arizonans, as illustrated below. 

• JoAnna Mendoza, when elected to Congress, will defend voting rights and 

oppose any legislation that creates new and undue barriers to exercise their 

right to vote.

   Though federal judges in other states have raised alarms, four judges in deep-
red West Virginia who have been inundated by Country Roads cases are using 
their rulings to grab Americans by the shoulders and warn against a descent 
into authoritarianism — often in terms they acknowledge are un-judicial. 
   “Antiseptic judicial rhetoric cannot do justice to what is happening,” U.S. 
District Judge Joseph Goodwin, a Clinton appointee, wrote in a Feb. 19 opinion. 
“Across the interior of the United States, agents of the federal government — 
masked, anonymous, armed with military weapons, operating from unmarked 
vehicles, acting without warrants of any kind — are seizing persons for civil 
immigration violations and imprisoning them without any semblance of due 
process.” 
   “The systematic character of this practice and its deliberate elimination of 
every structural feature that distinguishes constitutional authority from raw force 
place it beyond the reach of ordinary legal description. It is an assault on the 
constitutional order,” he continued.
